1. Anatomy: Locate each of the organs from text Fig 7-2 on a torso model: Think about how you would describe the location of each organ using the anatomical terminology covered in lab 1.  If you are interested, check also the detailed anatomy in the lab anatomy books. Note that endocrine organs typically are well supplied with blood vessels and not connected by tubes or vessels to other tissues. 

2. Hormone molecular class: Hormones can be classified according to their molecule type (steroid, peptide or amine) or by the functions they serve.

1. List the amine hormones.

2. List the steroid hormones. 

3. List the peptide hormones.

3. Hormone functional class: Using the chart on pp. 188-189 in your text, classify as many hormones as you can into the following functional groups and write them in below. (Not all hormones fit in these classes, not all classes are included and not all hormones are used.) 
· Calcium balance

· Digestion and glucose metabolism

· Osmoregulation (regulation of solutes, usually ions, and water balance)

· Growth

· Reproduction

· Trophic hormones (control other hormones)
